328. Both the Mayor and Deputy Mayor being absent, it was proposed by Cllr Trudgen that Cllr Eddy be elected to chair the meeting. This was seconded by Cllr Laity and carried unanimously.

Public Speaking
329. Mrs. Groves spoke concerning what she felt had been a threatening letter concerning her alleged use of part of the adjoining allotment. Cllr Mitchell explained the circumstances giving rise to the writing of the letter. Mrs. Groves explained that she had only used part of the neighbouring allotment (with the holder’s permission) for the purpose of replacing her chicken house. Councillors expressed the view that they did not consider the terms of the letter in any way threatening. She assured the Council that she was not making a surreptitious bid to take over part of the adjoining allotment. Having done this, and the 15-minute public speaking period being up, Cllr Eddy drew this section of the meeting to a close by thanking Mrs. Groves for coming to the Council.
Minutes of the Meetings held on 13th October 2015
330. The Minutes having been circulated previously it was proposed by Cllr Trudgen and seconded Cllr Row that the minutes were deemed to be a true and correct record, carried unanimously. 
Matters arising from previous Minutes     
331. Minute 309 (Neighbourhood Plan). The clerk reminded Councillors that the date and time for the additional meeting, to be briefed about Neighbourhood Plans, had been fixed for 17th November at 19.30 hours at the Town Hall.
332. Minutes 316 and 294. Folly Field playground (HAGS estimate). Cllr Trudgen briefed Councillors about the fact that he had passed Mr. Glover a copy of the HAGS estimate and the points that Mr. Glover had raised. It was decided to discuss this matter under Other Councillors’ reports.
Councillors Reports:



Report by Chair of Footpath, Cemetery and Allotments sub-committee.
333. Cllr Mitchell reported that:
· It had been reported that Footpath 12 had slipped in three places. The Clerk had flagged this up with Cormac, who had made it safe very quickly (by inserting metal posts and attaching plastic fencing and layering the Blackthorn hedge well back on one side and cutting back the vegetation on the other side). Cllr Mitchell said that, as a temporary measure, this was fine. 
· With regard to the South West Coast Path, she had received a report that a part of the path needed cutting. Cllr Mitchell had spoken to Mr. Malcolm Heather and he had now dealt with this, and in an exemplary fashion.
· The allotments have been inspected. There is a considerable amount of wood stored on one particular allotment (which may be there for fuelling a wood-burner), along with polythene containers and a flue-liner. The clerk was asked to write to the holder’s widow concerning this.

· Ms Brook was giving up her allotment and this was being taken over by Mr. B. Clemo, a Marazion resident.

Other Councillors' reports

334. Cllr Read reported on the HAGS estimate. He said that the quote was less than he expected it to be, but the painting had yet to be quoted for. Cllr Trudgen suggested that he, Cllrs Eddy and Read and Mr. Glover inspect the playground and to check that the report is comprehensive. Cllr Eddy suggested that a quote be obtained from South West Play. Cllr Trudgen will liaise with South West Play and with Mr. Glover on these matters.
335. Cllr Scrase updated the Council about the coastal erosion. Having been contacted by Mr. Williams (of the Cornishman) she had shown him and a photographer the situation. At the time of their visit there had been an autumnal storm and quite a bit of vegetation had fallen away since the inspection by Mr. Thomas MP. Cllr Read reported on a conversation he had had with a structural engineer who had carried out a series of reports for Mr. Hugh Merton, director of Housing, for the former Penwith District Council in the 1980s and 1990s, and that it might be worth asking Mrs. Nicholas CC to find out what records of this could be turned up.
